We feel that it is necessary for zones and other clubs to appoint their representatives to Federation 
and they should be prepared to take on executive responsibilities after a reasonable time of being in 
Federation. We would suggest at least a year after attending meetings. 

It is unfortunate to see some clubs having to shut down this year and others just dancing with so 
few dancers.  Our club members are certainly getting older and it seems we cannot attract 
younger members to join this wonderful activity.  Each zone has publications, so please use 
them for advertising as well as the web pages.  Please let the Federation Web Master know 
about your clubs activities and he will put them on our web site.  He will be willing to assist you if 
you need the help. 

"Squarinq Around Alberta" has been done for another year.  The Editors will have a special 
report on this. 

We are working on something for a convention in 2012 and we will need a host for this.  More 
information on this will be given later.

10.3 Canadian Square and Round Dance Society (CSRDS ) 
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43rd Annual Convention AGM September 3, 2011 

Wainwright, AB  

CSRDS Festival 2010 July 29-31, 2010 Halifax, NS was a success in many ways with an attendance 
of approximately 1200 registered dancers and 61 leaders. The Festival books have now been closed 
with a turn over to Society of $19.534.85 as their appropriation of revenue from Festival 2010.  

CSRDS Festival 2014 July 14 to 19, 2014 in Ottawa, On is moving along very well with 256 now 
registered, aiming for 2000. We urge all Square Dancers to support Festival 2014 and register early, 
your support is needed.  

Society membership and insurance fees will remain the same for 2012 at $2.00 for members and 
$5.00 for Clubs, Associations and Federations.  Rates may go up in the future to cover insurance cost 
increases. Insurance coverage may in the future require a name list of all dancers be provided to 
Federation by each Club. 

The Society website states that new dancers are covered under third party liability insurance if they 
join after June 30, without becoming members, which is not the case. This statement will be removed, 
as it is not correct. The membership application information will be corrected to show that new 
dancers are not covered by the insurance policy until January 1st of the coming year.  

Looking into the future Society is asking all Federations to consider the feasibility of placing a bid for 
CSRDS National Convention 2016.

The statistics of  2011 compared to 2010  show an increase in: 

Callers +5, Assocs/Feds +1, Clubs +5.   

and a decrease in: Dancers (-106= -4.24%, Total Members (-95 = .3.5%). 

This is somewhat encouraging as previous years have shown a decrease in Dancers of around 10%.  
A slight increase in Callers, Assocs/Feds and Clubs indicates we are holding our own instructing and 
organization.
